1.Using the control panel, located on the bottom right-hand of the fireplace(Fig.2).
2.Using the remote control(Fig.3).

1. Control the change of the bottom light
(Atmospher lamp), and adjust the flame colorin 7
levels. The 8th gear automatically changes color.

2. Press and hold the flame color button for 2
seconds to adjust the flame brightness in 5 levels,
namely L1-L2-L3-L4-L5.

Time Setting Control
Switch

1. ltis the timing setting key for the whole machine.
The timing gears are: OH-1H-2H-3H-4H-5H-6H-
7H-8H-9H,intotal 10 gears.

2. Press and hold this key for 2 seconds to switch to
the ceiling light control button(this is only
available for 3-sided glass fireplace), which
controls the ceiling light color in 7 levels. The 8th
gear automatically changes color.

Heating function

1. Press it one time, it displays: H1, low heating
750W power.

2. Press it two times, it displays: H2, high grade
heating 1500W power.

3. Press it again, it displays: OFF. The heating is
closed.

4. To set the machine temperature, when the
heating is turned on and reaches an ideal
temperature, press and hold the heating button to
set a fixed temperature.

5. Press and hold this key for 2 seconds to enter the
temperature setting program (defaultis Celsius).

Remote control requires two AAA batteries.

REPLACE THE REMOTE CONTROL BATTERY

When the remote control stops operating or its range seems reduced,itis time to replace the battery
with anew one.

3.Inserttwo AAA batteries, checking thatthe “+” and “-" terminals of the battery matchestheinside
of the battery compartment.

4. Replace the battery compartment door.
